Purpose: This Supplemental Job Aid describes the data returned by the Labor Distribution queries: ZZ_LD_PAYROLL_HEADERS and ZZ_LD_PAYROLL_BENEFITS.
Title: Description of LD Payroll Queries
These queries display payroll data, which are used to generate accounting entries.
ZZ_LD_PAYROLL_HEADERS – This query lists all Payroll Headers for a user-specified Business Unit, Fiscal Year, and Accounting Period. The Fiscal Year and Accounting Period are those in the payroll file that identify where the State Controller’s Office (SCO) posted the payroll.  
Payroll Headers contain the gross amount and other information in the payroll record from SCO except State share of benefit amounts.

	The General Ledger Business Unit. Retrieved from the Reporting Unit Translation Table using the Agency Code and Reporting Unit in the related payroll record.

	Fiscal Year
	CCYY - Fiscal Year in which the SCO recorded the payroll costs. 

	Period
	MM - Accounting Period in which the SCO recorded the payroll costs.  

	Emp ID
	Employee ID. Retrieved from the Employee Table using employee SSN in the payroll record.

	Payroll Seq No
	System-generated sequence number, starting with 1, incremented for each transaction inserted into Payroll Header Table for a Business Unit & Employee ID.

	Pay Period Year
	CCYY - From payroll record in payroll file from SCO (either fixed-format segment of record or deduction segment)

	Pay Period Mon
	Pay Period Month (MM)  From payroll record in payroll file from SCO (either fixed-format segment of record or deduction segment)

	Pay Period Type
	From payroll record in payroll file from SCO

	Position Sequence Number. From payroll record in payroll file from SCO

	SCO Year
	CCYY - From payroll record in payroll file from SCO (either fixed-format segment of record or deduction segment or derived from deduction segment Pay Period).  This value is (Budget Period + 1) as SCO uses the ending calendar year rather than the beginning calendar year of the period.

	Clearance No
	From payroll record in payroll file from SCO

	Retro Benefit
	System-generated.  Identifies whether the Payroll Header is for a retroactive benefit amount.  Translate values:
- Y = Yes
- N = No

	Payroll Hdr Status
	System-generated.  Translate values:
- I = Ignore 
- N = Not Distributed
- E = Error
- D = Distributed
- R = Reversed
1) Set to "Not Distributed" or "Ignore" based on Clearance Type value when row is inserted.
2) Updated to "Error" if error prevents generation of Accounting Entries (AEs) or any generated AEs fail edits.  
3) Updated to "Distributed" of all generated AEs pass Budget Checking.
4) Updated to "Reversed" if the Adjustment Activity Sheet process generates AEs to reverse and redistribute the costs.  
5) Updated to "Distributed" again if all generated reversal and redistribution AEs pass Budget Checking.

	Fiscal Year
	CCYY - Fiscal Year in which the SCO recorded the payroll costs 

	Period
	MM - Accounting Period in which the SCO recorded the payroll costs

	Emp ID
	Retrieved from Employee Table using SSN in payroll record.

	Payroll Seq No
	System-generated sequence number, starting at 1, that is incremented for each transaction inserted into Payroll Header table for a Business Unit & Employee ID.

	Payroll Line No
	System-generated sequence number, starting at 1, that is incremented for each row inserted for a Business Unit & Employee ID & Payroll Sequence Number

	Benefit type
	Identifies the type of benefit.  Most values are from the payroll record deduction segments and are payroll deduction type values.  The following values are system-generated by FI$Cal because the related benefit amounts are in the fixed-format segment of the payroll record:
- D1 = Disability Insurance
- M1 = Medicare
- R1 = Retirement
- S1 = Social Security

	Short Desc
	 Short text description of the benefit type

	Value Source
	System-generated to identify the source of the Benefit Type value.  Translate values:
- P (Payroll System)
- F (FI$Cal)
The 4 values identified above have value "F".  The values from the payroll deduction segments have value "P".

	Amount ID
	Most Benefit Types have only a State Share Amount associated with them, but some also have an Administrative Cost Amount.  Identifies which type of amount is in the row.
Translate Values:
- S (State Share Amount)
- A (Admin Cost Amount)

- R = Reversed
1) Set to "Not Distributed" or "Ignore" based on Clearance Type value when row is inserted.
2) Updated to "Error" if error prevents generation of Accounting Entries (AEs) or any generated AEs fail edits.  
3) Updated to "Distributed" of all generated AEs pass Budget Checking.
4) Updated to "Reversed" if the Adjustment Activity Sheet process generates AEs to reverse and redistribute the costs.  
5) Updated to "Distributed" again if all generated reversal and redistribution AEs pass Budget Checking. 
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
