Analysis types also display on Project Costing reports and queries. This job aid also defines which module it originates from, for these Analysis Types.

BD1


	Budget from Commitment Control for specific project/activity


	[bookmark: _GoBack]BD1 is assigned by FI$Cal and incorporated into the Project Budget setup transaction. 

	RB1

	Revenue Budget for specific project/activity

	RB1 is assigned by FI$Cal and incorporated into the Project Revenue Budget setup transaction. 


	COM
	Commitment from Purchasing, created when a Purchase Order is approved and dispatched.

(Also known as (aka): encumbrance)

	COM is assigned by FI$Cal and incorporated into the Commitment/Encumbrance establishment transaction.


	ACT
	Actuals from Accounts Payable (AP) when a Voucher is posted

(aka: payment/expenditure)
	PO creates the purchase document (COM) and AP is the means to make the payment and record expenditure (ACT) for a purchase.


	CRV
	Commitment Reversal from AP to reflect the balance of open commitments
(aka: A reduction of the purchase order or service contract when expenditure/payment is made against a purchase order or service contract)

	CRV reduces the COM for payment. Occurs from collecting PO Adjustments, but it results from an ACT reversing a COM.

	TLX
	Direct Charge from Labor Distribution

(aka: Labor Expenditures)

	TLX identifies the Labor expenditure transaction.

	FDF
	Federal distribution (aka: federal line item on the budget act (e.g., fund 0890))

	FDF is funded by Federal funds when processing funds distribution in Project Costing.

	FDS
	State distribution (aka: state line item on the budget act (e.g. 0001))

	FDS is funded by State Funds when processing funds distribution in Project Costing.

	FDL
	Local distribution
	FDL is funded by Local Funds when processing funds distribution in Project Costing.

	BIL
	Created when a specific transaction is flagged to be billable using Rate Sets

	BIL identifies the transactions that require billing resulting from the PC Pricing process.


	ODL
	Over the distribution limit. Fund distribution rows once the limit is reached.

	ODL identifies the transactions that exceed fund distribution limits. These transactions require action to complete their processing.


	GLE
	General Ledger Expense transaction (manual GL Journal) 
	GLE is assigned by FI$Cal and incorporated into the General Ledger posting for an expenditure. 


	GLR
	General Ledger Revenue transaction (manual GL Journal)
	GLR is assigned by FI$Cal and incorporated into the General Ledger posting for a revenue.


	APU**
	Statistical analysis type to identify local assistance advance payment usage by local authorities.
	APU will be used when a department loads a project non-financial transaction for this type of statistic.


	LMC**
	Statistical analysis type to identify local assistance local match cash by local authorities
	LMC will be used when a department loads a project non-financial transaction for this type of statistic.


	LMK**
	Statistical analysis type to identify local assistance local match In Kind by local authorities
	LMK will be used when a department loads a project non-financial transaction for this type of statistic.


	NMC**
	Statistical analysis type to identify local assistance non match cash by local authorities
	NMC will be used when a department loads a project non-financial transaction for this type of statistic.


	NMK**
	Statistical analysis type to identify local assistance non match In Kind by local authorities
	NMK will be used when a department loads a project non-financial transaction for this type of statistic.
